Mimer SoftLine Motorola gives you the ability to remote control a 
Motorola GM-series radio over long distances.

In situations were you need to remote control a radio over a long 
distance but don´t want to have a PC as the dispatchers interface. 
Mimer SoftLine Motorola will give you the option to place the radio 
at one end of a TP-cable and the control head at the other end. With 
the help of LAN/WAN/Internet infrastructure you may place the 
radio anywhere in the world and the dispatcher at another remote 
place.

There are also installation situations were copper wire can´t be used 
between radio and control head. With this solution you can solve the 
problem by using a fibre converter.
